Housing – Homestays 
•  Single occupancy rooms 
•  Include 14 meals per week (daily continental breakfast and dinner) 
•  Minimum age is 17 
•  Students are responsible for their own transportation to ELS.  Many students either walk or take the 
   university shuttle to campus 
•  Most homestays are between 10 to 40 minutes from ELS, by foot/bus 
•  Price:  $1010 per 4-week session 



Housing – On-campus student 
residence 
•  Double occupancy rooms in shared apartment 
•  2-shared bathrooms per apartment 
•  24-hour Security Desk and residence assistant 
•  Free internet access and cable TV 
•  Minimum age is 17 
•  Price:  $1095 per 4-week session (does not include 
   meals)

Transportation 
•  Airport pick-up service is available from Philadelphia International Airport (PHL).  The average travel time from 
   ELS is 30 minutes. Price:  $175 each way 
•  Philadelphia has a good system of buses, trains, and subways operated by SEPTA, which connects with other 
   train systems.  This makes it easy to reach most areas in Northeastern USA. 
•  Philadelphia buses and subway fares range from $1.45 to $2.00.  The 30th Street train station, 15 minutes from  
   ELS by bus, provides access to train service to New York City, Washington, DC and beyond.
